Dear Family of God of Philadelphia, 
       I was looking through my “Easter” file this morning when I came across a 

sermon that I preached more than 20 years ago.  The sermon was entitled, “How to 

Wake Up from a Nightmare.”  The sermon was based upon John 20:1-18.  Here are 

some excerpts. 

 I am told that a few days before his assassination, Abraham Lincoln had a 
dream that shook him to his core.  In his dream, he heard sobbing in the White 
House.  He walked downstairs and saw a coffin and mourners in the East Room.  
Approaching the mourners, he asked who was dead. “The President,” they replied. 
“Killed by an assassin.”  
 Mary awoke on that first Easter, mourning after a terrible nightmare.  The One 

she loved, the One who had saved her was dead and in a tomb.  But she knew that 

she had to fulfill her duty, one last act of service, to prepare His body.  She arrives 

at the tomb and finds it empty.  Immediately, she goes to tell the disciples. They 

come to see for themselves.  Then, they leave Mary to cry alone.  It was then, that 

she woke up from her nightmare.  She saw Jesus!  He spoke to her!   

 Maybe your life has been one long nightmare.  How do we change that?  How 

do we “wake up”?  We do exactly what Mary did on that first Easter. 

1. We find a way to minister to our Lord.  Even when we don’t feel like it, 

even when it hurts, we do that task that God has given us to do. 

2. We spend time seeking for Jesus.  He was not in the first place she looked, 

but she continued to search.  Jeremiah 29:13 says: “you will see Me and find 

Me, when you search for Me with all your heart.” 

3. We hear His voice.  When Jesus called Mary by name, she recognized Him.  

Jesus speaks to us through prayer, His Word and other Christians.  Learn to 

hear His voice. 

4. Go and tell others.  Mary had wonderful news!  And so, do we.  Let’s tell 

everyone about Him. 

May our Lord bless you today.  It is a joy to serve our Lord with you!  RCA
